Section A draws on vocabulary and structures from any one of the sub-themes within the
four themes listed on pages 8-9.

Sections B and C draw on the study of two discrete Greek works: either two literary texts or
one literary text and one film. The works must be taken from the list provided in

Appendix 1: Prescribed literary texts and films. The literary texts listed include a range of
novels, poems and short stories. All of the films are feature length.

Assessment overview

This paper includes a translation exercise and two essays on either two literary texts or one
literary text and one film (students must not answer questions on two films).

During the examination, students are not permitted access to a dictionary or any
documentation relating to the works.
Section A: Translation into Greek (20 marks)

Students translate an unseen passage from English into Greek.

Section B: Written response to works (literary texts) (45 marks)

Students must write an extended response on either one or two of the literary texts listed in
Appendix 1: Prescribed literary texts and films.

Students select one question from a choice of two for each of their chosen literary text(s). If
a student answers questions on two literary texts, then they do not complete Section C.
Section C: Written response to works (films) (45 marks)

Students who answer only one question from a literary text in the Section B must write an
extended response on one of the films listed in Appendix 1: Prescribed literary texts and
films.

Students will respond to comprehension questions based on a variety of contexts and
sources.

Section B: Listening, reading and writing question (30 marks)
